Between parents, step -parents, guardians and grandparents, a potential pool of nearly a thou sand volunteers
exist from our Little Leaguers, yet roughly five percent or less actually volunteer. Yet we have many with no kids in the pr ogr am who volunteer

Idm reminded of the sign the West Seattle Little League has hangritiaz oocontesthei r |

the umpires decision, you may fill out your volunteer wumpire apppluntoreten on at t|
harsh, life is busy and time is an all too precious commaodity. The reality is we will never be remembered for the cars we dr ive, the houses we

owned or rarely for the career we choose. But how awesome it would be twenty years from now for a man to coach a team of Litt le Leaguers to

the district tournament or to All - Stars all because of the time a volunteer invested in his baseball team or league back in his youth. Those things

are remembered, passed on and shared. More to the point, every season there are examples of parents who drop of their kids at practice and

pick them up, often doing the same for games not staying to watch or participate, not cheering or supporting their kids. Basi cally treating it as a

drop off babysitting service. Inevitably those same parents come along and complain, criticize and undermine those trying to mak e this all

possible without ever volunteering themselves.

Little League operates as anon  -profit, meaning what we spend is what we take in. Board members, coaches and managers are unpaid

volunteers. There are great examples of what baseball looks like when money is involved, just look at the thousands of dollar s people pay in fees
to other leagues just to have paid coaches and umpires and board members and avoid the volunteer commitment. Nevertheless Lit tle League
provides such a quality baseball program and thanks to those volunteers that make it happen that it costs pennies on the doll ar compared to

other leagues and Little League still remains the most popular youth baseball program in the world.
